InFiné came across some of his tracks on the web (‘Bora’) and got
in touch with him. From then on, things went very fast: he released his debut EP (2008), performed
his first live show at the Rex Club and released his first album, ‘Spanish Breakfast’, in 2009. With
the release of ‘Tohu Bohu’ in the autumn of 2012, things reached a whole new high.

Since Tohu Bohu in 2012, Rone has already released two critically-acclaimed new albums:
‘Creatures’ in 2014 and ‘Mirapolis’ in 2017. He also released EPs extracts from ‘Tohu Bohu’,
including remixes (‘Parade’, ‘Let’'s Go’ and ‘Bye Bye Macadam’) and two orginal EPs (‘Apache’ in

2014 and ‘Vood(oo)’ in 2016). He carries on his musical career, collaborating with great names,
playing gigs in the whole world and acquiring an ever-growing audience.
